4.1.1 IEC Masterplan 2000, state of implementation 

ICSCA VIII-2 welcomes the presentation given by Jack Sheldon with emphasis on the IEC’s market orientation, the lessons learnt from history and specific market constraints in particular standardization areas, and the high-level market/industry involvement in the IEC’s steering committees. The affiliates program and the inauguration of regional centers in Asia-Pacific and the United States were highlighted. The openness of the IEC’s conformity

4.1.2 

ICSCA VIII-2 expresses its appreciation of the presentation given by ISO President Mario Cortopassi on the 

organization’s strategic planning, mainly 

(a) increasing ISO's market relevance 

(b) strengthening ISO's international influence and institutional recognition 

(c) promoting the ISO system and its standards 

(d) optimizing the use of resources 

(e) supporting national standards bodies in developing countries. 

The “1-1-1 Dream” was highlighted: ONE standard, ONE test of conformity, ONE certification – accepted 

everywhere; which in its basics is well in line with the ICSCA goals. 

4.1.3 harmonization 

ICSCA VIII-2 welcomes the presentation given by Dr. Zoulin ZHAO from ITU-T on the current structure and function. Details were given on the quasi-balanced participation of administrations, operators and industry. ITU-T representatives are active in a great variety of consortia, fora and SDOs. The problem of scarce experts’ resources and an ever-growing number of consortia and fora were articulated. 

4.1.4 WTO TBT Agreement and its potential to reduce technical barriers to 

trade in standardization and regulation 

ICSCA VIII-2 expresses its thanks to Ms. Vivien Liu from the World Trade Organization who briefly described the history, principles and scope of the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT). The WTO TBT Agreement provides disciplines for WTO Members in the preparation, adoption and application of mandatory technical regulations, voluntary standards and their related procedures for the assessment of conformity. 

In order to facilitate the acceptance of conformity assessment results, the Agreement encourages WTO Members to reach mutual recognition agreements. The Agreement could prevent technical trade barriers and provides 

opportunities for standards related trade disputes to be raised to the attention of the TBT Committee as well as to 

be resolved in the WTO dispute settlement mechanism. Industry is encouraged to make use of the Agreement and benefit from its potential. 

4.1.7 Deliberations on an ISO/IEC Code of Conduct 

ICSCA VIII-2 recognizes that some ISO and IEC member bodies operate conformity assessment activities as well as the national standards bodies, while others have taken deliberate steps to separate these businesses. Where separation has not taken place, there is a potential for standards bodies to develop certifiable standards to further the commercial interests of the conformity assessment business. 

Therefore, ICSCA VIII-2 resolves to urge that ISO and IEC take urgent steps to implement a Code of Conduct for its member bodies that will eliminate the potential for conflicts of interest. 

ICSCA VIII-2 herewith submits a draft Code of Conduct to ISO and IEC for their immediate consideration. Further, 

ICSCA member companies have extensive experience in development and implementation of Codes of Conduct 

and offer their expertise to help ISO and IEC to draft and implement their Codes.

4.1.9 

and Conformity Assessment 

ICSCA VIII-2 expresses its appreciation of the presentation given by Brian Jenkinson from the European 

of voluntarily agreed standards, with the guiding principle that a manufacturer may either use European Standards 

It is noteworthy that the number of national standards have declined significantly over the past few years, in 

comparison to the ever increased use of European or International standards. Details were also given on the CEmarking scheme and the European market surveillance schemes. The EU has welcomed the decision of the WTO-TBT triennial review in November 2000 on the principles for the development of international standards. 

The European Commission promotes regional integration, using bilateral agreements and technical assistance programs for the Eastern European countries. Further details were also given on the policy for external trade in the fields of standards and conformity assessment (“Toolbox of Instruments”). 

ISO Strategic Planning; state of implementation 

It was noted with interest that ISO strives to continuously strengthen the partnership with WTO. 

ITU Policy on international standardization and regulatory of the organization. ITU-T has adapted its processes so that their standards can be achieved within 2 to 9 months. 

The European Commission’s Policy on International Standardization 

Commission DG Enterprise, which highlighted the policies that have been put in place to ensure the free movement of goods within the community. This has been achieved by a performance oriented legal framework, that makes use (ENs) or any other technical solution to demonstrate compliance with the EU Directives’ essential requirements. 

(Note that the use of ENs offers the presumption of conformity with the EU Directives’ requirements). 

also recognized in the policy document “European policy guidelines on int’l standardization”. 

4.1.10 IEC-CENELEC Agreement, Effects on Technology and Economy 

ICSCA VIII-2 welcomes the presentation given by Dr. Salffner for the DKE, German IEC National Committee. 

Emphasis was given on the effects 

(a) consistency of regional and international standards, as a major contribution to the facilitation of global trade 

(b) priority given to IEC standards: CENELEC starts work only after consultation with IEC (European home-grown standards are less than 15 %) 

(c) a homogenous regional market which offers higher competition. 

4.1.11 Main trading nations and understanding of their memberships in ISO, IEC, ITU, WTO, OECD 

Based on the conviction that global trade significantly contributes to global welfare, the 

ICSCA VIII-2 identifies that the main 14 trading nations, counting for some 90 % of the global GNP, have a 

particular obligation in contributing to global welfare through further harmonization of their standards, regulations and conformity assessment requirements. 

Therefore, ICSCA VIII-2 decides to set up a Task Force to investigate the possibilities to organize a symposium 

with Government representatives of the 14 countries , executives of ISO, IEC, ITU, WTO, UN/ECE and OECD, 

together with key representatives of ICSCA. 

Proposed areas to be addressed are standards, regulations and conformity assessment requirements in nominated 

Industry sectors such as Heavy Machinery. 

The symposium should 

(a) compare and discuss the membership and roles of these 6 international organizations 

(b) research the way and/or degree of application/fulfillment of the membership conditions 

(c) investigate possibilities to achieve enhanced effectiveness on global trade 

(d) identify the regulatory differences in the named technical areas, consider establishing sector agreements, or 

elaborate means to minimize or abandon the regulatory differences in these sectors utilizing available processes of the organizations present. 

ICSCA will invite the leadership of ISO, IEC, ITU, WTO, UN/ECE and OECD to co-operate in this initiative.

4.2 Development of the Standardization System 

ICSCA VIII-2 very much appreciates the information, given by the representatives of ISO, IEC and ITU-T, on the perspectives of the World Standards Cooperation (WSC), as an attempt to closer cooperation. 

ICSCA VIII-2 proposes to include regulatory aspects into the WSC work, e.g. by inviting a representative from the WTO-TBT to join the WSC meetings. Taking into account that technologies increasingly merge, ICSCA VIII-2 urges the organizations for more cross-boundary and interdisciplinary work in standardization areas where this is seen, by industry, as a prerequisite for the efficiency of the experts’ work. Such “WSC Areas” or “WSC Projects” should include the relevant activities that are today separately allocated to one of the three organizations and, as far as appropriate, the work in other fora and internationally active SDOs. 

ICSCA VIII-2 proposes that the WSC invites “WSC Stakeholder Workshops”, per priority standardization area, to identify their specific demands on members, structures, procedures, processes and deliverables (full or dedicated consensus standards), and their needs on harmonization in the related regulatory and conformity assessment field. ICSCA VIII-2 offers to present, in more detail, the views and expectations of its members in the future work of the WSC.

4.3.1 ISO TC 207, achieved results, items under work and future work plan 

ICSCA VIII-2 welcomes the report of the Secretary Ahmad Husseini of ISO/TC207 and endorsed the TC 207 

Secretary’s current views, that, at this stage, there has not been any assessment on the market relevance of social 

responsibility aspects, or any decision for its inclusion in their work.

(c) publicizing performance figures that indicate how the TCs have met their individual objectives.

4.7.1 Corporate Social Responsibility, Business Conduct;

tendering Agencies and Authorities, with a view to apply it in future tendering processes. The formal tendering 

processes should be adapted accordingly.

Particular benefits for ILAC and the ICSCA member companies can be gained from ILAC's knowledge of the acceptance of test reports and SDoC in the area of governmentally regulated products. 

ICSCA is invited to check, to comment or to add on ILAC's "Key Performance Indicators, Tools for the evaluation process" and to make increasingly use of ILAC's services. Further actions will be agreed individually.

7.4 IAF/ILAC/ICSCA Cooperation with Regulators 

ICSCA VIII-2 recognizes that the lack of recognition of transborder conformity assessment results increases costs 

and affects the timeliness of product introductions. ILAC and IAF, as the international organizations representing the accreditation bodies, recognize that negative effect the lack of recognition has upon trade. 

Therefore, ICSCA VIII-2 resolves to cooperate with IAF and ILAC to advocate to regulators the acceptance to 

transborder accredited conformity assessment results. 

Further, ICSCA VIII-2 commends ILAC for the survey of the national bodies which indicates the present degree of acceptance of test results from accredited laboratories. 

ICSCA VIII-2 requests that the IAF, before investing further efforts into a “Product MLA”, to undertake a similar survey to secure real market demand.
